While an angel may have given the initial news report making man aware that ‘God had invaded space / time’, it is OUR responsibility to guide people in the news of the Gospel.

Encouragement for would-be ‘Guides to the Gospel’:
I. There is Always Preparation  
“But an angel of the Lord spoke to Philip saying, ‘Get up and go south to the road that descends from Jerusalem to Gaza.’ (This is a desert road.)”                    

Acts 8:26
      God always prepares the one sharing the gospel as well as 
       the one to whom the gospel is shared.

II. There is Abiding Providence
“and he was returning and sitting in his chariot, and was reading the prophet Isaiah. Then the Spirit said to Philip, ‘Go up and join this chariot.’ Philip ran up and heard him reading Isaiah the prophet, and said, ‘Do you understand what you are reading?’ And he said, ‘Well, how could I, unless someone guides me?’ And he invited Philip to come up and sit with him.”        Acts 8:28-31

III. There Must Be An Obedient Proclaimer

“The eunuch answered Philip and said, ‘Please tell me, of whom does the prophet say this? Of himself or of someone else?’ 35Then Philip opened his mouth, and beginning from this Scripture he preached Jesus to him.”      

Acts 8:32-35

2 things are true of Philip:

  1) He was grounded in Scripture

  2) He was centered on Jesus Christ 

The messenger's job is not to talk someone into making a decision, but to be a mouthpiece for the truths of God's Word. It is not our words that are implanted in a person's life to bear fruit for eternity, but the Word of God.

IV. There Is An Obvious Profession 
“As they went along the road they came to some water; and the eunuch said, ‘Look! Water! What prevents me from being baptized?’  37And Philip said, ‘If you believe with all your heart, you may.’ And he answered and said, ‘I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God.’ 38And he ordered the chariot to stop; and they both went down into the water, Philip as well as the eunuch, and he baptized him.”       
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
