(Paul is not ashamed to preach the gospel – 
       =because of what the Gospel IS

       =because of what the Gospel DOES
Paul’s Confidence in the Message of the Gospel

“For I am not ashamed of the gospel . . .”      (v. 16)
Paul’s statement reveals an absolute loyalty to and a complete    confidence in the message of the gospel

    A true believer in the Lord Jesus Christ is not ashamed of the  

     Gospel, rather, his confidence is in the Gospel no matter how 
     foolish it may be in the eyes of the world!
It’s not just the issue of ‘not being ashamed of the Gospel’…it’s also the issue of being confident in the message of the Gospel

Paul’s Content of the Message of the Gospel
“Paul . . . set apart for the gospel of God . . . the gospel of His Son…”
*The gospel is not something we do, it’s something God does! 
*The gospel is innately ‘theo-centric . . . Christo-centric’

In the NT we see 5 component parts of the Gospel—

1(the gospel presents Jesus Christ as the fulfillment of OT

         prophesy about Israel’s Messiah and Savior (Acts 2:29-31)
2(the gospel focuses on the life and death of Jesus Christ – the 
        significance of the Incarnation / death of Jesus (Acts 2:22-23) 
3(the gospel always highlights the Resurrection of Jesus 
        (Acts 2:24) 
    =the Resurrection vindicates the claims of Christ – He is the 
         Son of God

    =the Resurrection vindicates the justice of God – it shows that 
         God has accepted the penalty paid by Jesus in our place

              The Resurrection of Jesus Christ is the very heart 
                   of the presentation of the gospel in the NT
4(the Gospel presents the exultation of Christ (His ascension) 
      (Acts 2:33-36)
5(the Gospel declares a day of Judgment  (Acts 17:30-31)
This is the gospel—

  *understand the bad news –  

      =we were created by God to know Him / love Him 
      =we rebelled against Him – we are fallen –  

  *Here comes the ‘good news’ – the gospel –

    =God in His providence set a plan in motion to redeem us
    =He promised in the old covenant to send a redeemer

    =Jesus – the incarnate Son of God lived and died in our place 
        that we might become the righteousness of God in Him
    =He was raised from the dead as a pledge of our hope and 
         our resurrection and our redemption – our salvation!
    =Jesus is now exalted at the right hand of God the Father and 

         He will come again to judge – to set things right!

(One more thing—

   *this gospel requires a response!

   *the response to the gospel is to Believe the message – to 
         repent of your sins – to trust in Christ
