=Paul describes it with 2 words here in v. 18—

    *ungodliness of men   
    *unrighteousness of men 
-Paul defines sin here in relation to the Law of God
-we must understand these words:  ungodliness / unrighteousness
-the 10 commandments = a summary of that Law
  --consists of 2 tables or 2 parts— Godward and man ward

(1-4 are about my relationship with God – being godly –
     =to violate this part of the Law is to be guilty of ungodliness
       Ungodliness is primarily about my attitude towards and 

       relationship with God. Ungodly behavior is a reflection of a   

       wrong attitude (even belief) about God
(6-10 are about my relationships with people – living righteous
  Unrighteousness is primarily about my attitude, conduct, and 

  behavior with people— parents, family, neighbor, acquaintance.   

  Unrighteousness is a failure to live ‘rightly’ with people.

         We fall into unrighteousness because we are first guilty 

         of ungodliness . . . my relationship with people is a direct   

         reflection of my relationship with God!
   =the very first sin— was ungodliness

     -disregarding the command of God, disbelieving the Word of 

         God— dishonoring the Person of God

Let me Clarify something—

    =there is a difference between sins and sin
    =we commit sins because of sin (our sinful nature)

Our Willful Rejection

=‘suppress’—  

    *conveys the idea of ‘restraining or holding something down’  

    *present tense participle = suppression of truth is attempted, 
          but is never completed . . . you can’t eliminate Truth!
=God has revealed enough of himself in the created order to 
    make His existence obvious!

   --“that which may be known (is knowable)” – meaning, that 

            which God has made known in Creation –

   --and there is enough to move us to seek that Creator!

God has made Himself known . . . and we know it!

   --‘clearly perceived’ – to perceive with the mind, understand 
   --God has given a revelation of Himself in nature but people 
         have closed their eyes to it
