The Unavoidable Reality of the Ultimate Payday

=one of the most prevalent and pervasive topics in all of 

      Scripture is that of a coming definitive day of judgment
3 examples from the NT—
“The times of ignorance God overlooked, but now he commands all people everywhere to repent, 31 because he has fixed a day on which he will judge the world in righteousness by a man whom he has appointed; and of this he has given assurance to all by raising him from the dead.”    Acts 17:30-31

“And I am sure of this, that he who began a good work in you will bring it to completion at the day of Jesus Christ.”                            Philippians 1:6 
“for the great day of their wrath has come, and who can stand?’”      
Revelation 6:17
POINT:  in his exposition of sin, Paul is tying sin to its ‘reward’  

    (to its ultimate destination, its ultimate payday)— judgment 
    before a righteous God!

    =a righteous God whose judgment is just and righteous!
The Unexpected Revelation concerning the Ultimate Payday
2 Unexpected (maybe surprising) “Reveals” here—

*Reveal 1:  We are accumulating our own condemnation 
    (to rest in your own righteousness is to condemn yourself)
    “But because of your hard and impenitent heart you are storing 
      up wrath for yourself…”    (v. 5)
    =if God is NOT at the center of your life, if you have not
          embraced Him by the Gospel . . . you build a case against 
          yourself . . . and you become an active agent for piling up 
          God’s wrath against yourself

*Reveal 2:  God is going to judge us by our works
“. . . on the day of wrath when God’s righteous judgment will be revealed. 6He will render to each one according to his works…”      Romans 2:5b-6
=According to Paul (not just Paul but the testimony of Scripture)

    God will judge strictly according to our works, our lives  
     “Once God has spoken; twice have I heard this: that power belongs to God,
          12and that to you, O Lord, belongs steadfast love.
       For you will render to a man according to his work.”    Psalm 62:11-12

     “If you say, “Behold, we did not know this,” does not he who weighs the heart 
       perceive it? Does not he who keeps watch over your soul know it,
       and will he not repay man according to his work?”      Proverbs 24:12

“Then Jesus told his disciples, ‘If anyone would come after me, let him deny himself and take up his cross and follow me. . .  27 For the Son of Man is going to come with his angels in the glory of his Father, and then he will repay each person according to what he has done.”               Matthew 16:24-27 
(An important clarification—

    =Salvation is by grace –
    =But, judgment is by works – 
What Paul DOES say is this—

    =the person who has met Christ in the gospel—

    =is characterized by a specific attitude / flavor / kind of life

    =because he is saved by grace…his life is transformed by that 
        grace so that his desires are different … his life is different 

        from the world
