3 specific Greek words behind the concept of ‘redemption’

*agoradzo— from the word ‘agora’ (‘market place’) 

  -the idea:  to buy or sell in the marketplace

  -involved the paying of a price
  -came to be used of the buying/selling of slaves

  -the word is used 5x in the NT – of the ‘purchase of a people’ 
       by Jesus Himself—  I Corinthians 6:19-20; 7:22-23
         2 Peter 2:1       Revelation 14:3     Revelation 5:9-10
   POINT: A Christian is one who has been purchased from the 
                 market place of sin by the price of the blood of Jesus
*exagoradzo – ex + agora =   ‘ex’ – ‘out of’
   -there is an emphasis in this word on the escaping the 
      consequences with the idea of never having to return

       Galatians 3:13-14            Galatians 4:4-5

*luo / lutroo / lutrosis / apolutrosis – 
      =to loosen (clothing) –  to set free (of a person) – 
      =to release a prisoner (at a price) – 
      =to set free by purchasing (to redeem)

 =apolutrosis ( always means ‘to free a slave by paying for him’

 =that’s the word Paul uses here in Romans 3:24
If you are to be ‘right with God’ it will only be accomplished by the One who pays the price to set you free from sin!

  *justification is a gift (God justifies us by grace) because of a 
     Divine blood atonement – the work of Christ on the cross paid 
     for my sin – the blood of God’s own Son is propitiatory!
Propitiation is a wrath-removing sacrifice!
Jesus Satisfied the Righteous Sovereign!
