This information about Nazareth is unique to Luke – he’s the only one of the 4 gospel writers to include it . . . so that makes it stand out—makes you pay attention!

     Solomon’s idolatry has brought this judgment on David’s line!

       (this territory, which had become a byword of depravity 
             and divine wrath, is the starting point of Jesus’ 
             redemptive ministry!

=NOTE:

   -things begin very well— the word begins to spread about 

      Him—‘ya gotta come hear this rabbi teach!’
   -and that’s the thing that Luke is emphasizing here in v. 14-15 – 

        the ‘teaching’ (preaching) of Jesus!

            ‘God had only one Son and He was a preacher!’ 

=the synagogues were a focal point of His teaching

=The Synagogue – was the hub of Jewish community life!

The Pattern (Habit . . . Lifestyle) of Jesus—

   -Jesus went to church every week!
The Pattern of Worship in the 1st century Synagogue—
  -the synagogue was the place of worship in the Jewish 

        community AFTER the Babylonian captivity
  -didn’t have a full-time pastor (rabbi) or teacher, as such. . .IF a 
       teacher of some qualification or notoriety come through 
       town, he would always be invited to be the guest teacher

The order of worship—
 *begin with singing Psalms (the Hallel, Psalm 145 to 150)

 *quote The Shema – Deuteronomy 6:4ff 
 *a series of prayers and amens

 *recitation of the Shemoneh Esrei (Ha Tefillah – ‘the prayer’) –  

 *the main point— reading of Scripture –  

 *the sermon – appointed preacher gave an exposition of Scripture

 *a final benediction usually – the benediction of Aaron
