The kingdom of God is simply the rule of God— it is the extension of His divine authority and power! Jesus came to extend the Kingdom (the rule) of God in the hearts of men through the Word

Jesus: His Authority and Sickness
The Setting

“And he arose and left the synagogue and entered Simon's house…”  (v. 38)
 -notice that Luke doesn't tell us that this is ‘Simon Peter’
 -also notice that it is the Sabbath . . . it’s the same day that Luke 

      began the Capernaum story in Luke 4:31

 -so Jesus leaves church and goes to Simon’s house for dinner!
The Situation

“And he arose and left the synagogue and entered Simon's house. Now Simon's 
mother-in-law was ill with a high fever, and they appealed to him on her behalf.”



Luke 4:38
=Mark tells us that Simon's mother-in-law had a fever…but Dr. 
    Luke is much more accurate— he tells us that she had “a high     

    fever”  [Luke uses technical medical language— identifies this 
       as a particularly dangerous and perhaps life-threatening fever] 
       *not coincidental that this story of sickness is sandwiched 

           between two exorcisms!

       *also— the word used by Jesus to heal her, “He stood over 

              her and rebuked the fever” – is the common Greek 

              technical word used in exorcisms

        *and, this is the only healing miracle where Jesus speaks to 

               or addresses the illness rather than the ill person— Jesus 

               is dealing with source rather than the victim— and 
               context seems to point to the Evil one as the source

The Solution

“And he stood over her and rebuked the fever, and it left her, and immediately she rose and began to serve them.”          Luke 4:39  
     -He can heal whoever He wants, whenever He wants, however 

          He wants—

     -He heals today— mostly through the wisdom and gift of 

           modern medicine. . .  and rarely through instantaneous, 

           complete miraculous healing!

(we need to understand WHY Jesus performed so many 
       miraculous healings during His earthly ministry—

     *it was NOT to teach us to ‘expect a miracle’ or ‘claim our 

            miraculous healing’ (He’s not setting a precedent)
      *BUT to prove who He was –  to confirm His identity as the 

            Christ (He’s making a statement!)
(We live in a fallen world where sickness and death, disability   

       and disease are part of God’s curse against sin!
Again— note that the demons know who Jesus is!

   -they know who He is, but neither love Him or worship Him 
   -they know exactly who He is, but neither treasure or trust Him   

   -they know who He is, but do not put their faith in Him
