Why spend time looking at these men individually?
1=these men illustrate one of the more amazing realities of life — 
      that God chooses incredibly ordinary people to advance His 
      Kingdom, to advance the Gospel, to make Himself known 
2=though these men are simply ordinary men. . . they become 

      extraordinary servants— they show what God can do with a 

      man (woman) who will believe Him and surrender to Him
3=they show that there is a price to pay in serving to such a degree   

       as these men would— they would follow in the steps of Jesus,   

       they would endure poverty, persecution, and sorrow . . . just 
       like the Master!
They would spend some 3 years walking with Jesus… and then spend the remainder of their lives walking after Him!
Peter’s Brother Andrew— A Man with a Missions Heart
“And when day came, he called his disciples and chose from them twelve, whom he named apostles: 14 Simon, whom he named Peter and Andrew his brother…”                            Luke 6:13-14a
=Because he’s Peter’s brother, we already know something about 

     him—he’s from Bethsaida…

     -moved to Capernaum, the fishing center on the north shore of 
         the Sea of Galilee.

     -he’s a fisherman… family fishing business with his brother

=but we learn more about him when we look at John’s Gospel….

    -a devout Jew . . . a follower (disciple of) John the Baptist
    -from this we can draw the fairly obvious conclusion that 
        Andrew was living  in the hope of the coming of Messiah!
Andrew is a background kind of guy who seems to live his whole life in the shadow of his brother—

 -But that does not make him any less devout or committed…

Andrew’s Mission Heart—Bringing His Brother to Christ (John 1)

“One of the two who heard John speak and followed Jesus was Andrew, Simon Peter's brother. 41 He first found his own brother Simon and said to him, ‘We have found the Messiah’ (which means Christ). 42 He brought him to Jesus…”       
John 1:40-42
Andrew’s Mission Heart—Meeting Needs (John 6)
“One of his disciples, Andrew, Simon Peter's brother, said to him, 9 ‘There 
is a boy here who has five barley loaves and two fish, but what are they for so many?’”

Andrews Mission Heart— Bringing the Nations to Jesus (John 12)

“Now among those who went up to worship at the feast were some Greeks. 21 So these came to Philip, who was from Bethsaida in Galilee, and asked him, ‘Sir, we wish to see Jesus.’ 22 Philip went and told Andrew; Andrew and Philip went and told Jesus.”       John 12:20-22
Andrew’s story doesn’t end here—
 -tradition indicates that Andrew preached in Asia Minor and 
      Scythia, along the Black Sea and extended as far north as the 
      Volga River— he became a patron saint of Ukraine, Romania
       and Russia
 -migration histories show that the ancestors of the Scots and 
     Anglo-Saxons migrated from this area . . .
“Gathering together the traces of character found in Scripture, we have neither the writer of an epistle, nor the founder of a church, nor a leading figure in the apostolic age.  But Andrew is simply an intimate disciple of Jesus Christ, ever anxious that others should know the spring of spiritual joy and share the blessing he so highly prized, a man of moderate  endowment, scarcely redeemed his early promise, simple minded, sympathetic, without either dramatic power or heroic spirit, yet with that clinging confidence in Christ that brought him into the inner circle of the twelve, a man of deep religious faith with a little power or expression at first.  Better suited for the quiet walks of life than the stirring thoroughfares.”
