-In Christ we are at peace WITH God but we do not always 

   experience the peace OF God— there is a difference

  *Peace with God is a positive change in the relationship 
      between two parties who once were enemies!
  *The peace OF God is that sense of moment-by-moment 
       happiness which we have as we trust our Heavenly Father in 
       the midst of the problems of life // in the midst of living in 
       this fallen world that is still at war with God

    “Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and supplication 
       with thanksgiving let your requests be made known to God. 7 And the 
       peace of God, which surpasses all comprehension, will guard your 
       hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.”     Philippians 4:4-7

    -the peace OF God is something experienced ONLY by 

          someone who has peace WITH God
Peace WITH God – is positional
The Peace OF God – is practical
“Peace with God is mainly an objective matter of our relationship 
to God and our standing with Him. The peace of God is entirely subjective, it is the way I overcome the fatal tendency to anxiety 
and anxious care.”

I will never know the peace of God until I have peace with God!

The Place of Grace – Communion with God

Romans 5:2a
=by ‘place’ … I mean the place of blessing – the platform that 

     brings the blessing of God— that grants us access to grace

=we have obtained (been given… been afforded) the privileged 
       position (the place) of being accepted (received) by Him—    

       that is nothing short of extra-ordinary grace!
Verb 1:  *we have gained access to grace (entrance)
     -the idea is that we are unfit to enter and are in need of 

           someone who IS FIT to bring is in

      =this word occurs only 3 times in NT (here, Eph 2:18, 3:12
Verb 2:  *we stand continually in the presence of grace
         “ . . . by faith into this grace in which we stand,”    Romans 5:2a
       -POINT:  we don’t just get an occasional glimpse of grace in 

  “Our relationship with God, into which justification has brought us, is not sporadic but continuous, not precarious but secure. We do not fall in and out of grace like courtiers who may find themselves in and out of favor with their sovereign or politicians with the public. No, we stand in it, for that is the nature of grace.”      J.R.W. Stott

The Prospect of Glory
“…and we rejoice in hope of the glory of God.”     Romans 5:2b
= ‘prospect’ (L – for ‘distant view’ = ‘something expected’
   -we have a final hope – the prospect of God’s glory restored
   -Justification means the certainty of our future hope of 
       glory…of our glorification— our final destination!
 -We will participate in the glory of God’s own glory in the end   

                    Justification guarantees glorification!
