The Double Cure
      ‘Be of sin the double cure, Save from wrath and make me pure’
-what is the ‘double cure’?

-the assertion that on the Cross the death of Jesus does 2 things—

      *one, ‘make me pure’ – God saves me from sin  
      *two, ‘save from wrath’ – God saves me from Him 
-Or, to put it another way— the substitutionary sacrifice of Jesus means that I am saved By God FROM God!

“Christ was given to us by God’s generosity, to be grasped and possessed by us in faith. By partaking of him, we principally receive a double grace: namely, that being reconciled to God through Christ’s blamelessness, we may have in heaven instead of a Judge a gracious Father; and secondly, that sanctified by Christ’s spirit we may cultivate blamelessness and purity of life.” - John Calvin (Inst. III.11.1)
(Only a right understanding of what God has done for us in justification will give us—

     *the right sense of assurance of salvation that we need, and 

     *the right answers to the accusations of the evil one

 “We are dealing here with two of the most glorious statements that are to be found anywhere . . . this theme of the Cross and of the death of Christ is endless. Isaac Watts ‘surveys it’ and it is the only thing to do with it. To take a passing glace at the Cross or to think you have said the last word about it, means you have never truly seen it. The theme is endless; it is the theme that will occupy our attention throughout eternity. So Paul goes on writing about it in these different ways.”        Martin Lloyd-Jones
Let’s look at several things Paul tells us in these 3 verses—

The Certainty of Future Salvation
“Since, therefore, we have now been justified by his blood, much more shall we be saved by him from the wrath of God.”                  Romans 5:9 
=when the Bible speaks of salvation— it does so 

       *As a past experience

       *As a present reality
       *As a future certainty

(there is a guaranteed future – the wrath of God is coming!
   -NT, in no uncertain terms, says a day of reckoning is coming

   -Jesus, the just and righteous Judge, is coming to judge!

   -that day, the day of the Lord, a great and terrible day of 
       reckoning where He will call ALL to account is coming

The salvation you have in Jesus Christ assures you that you will be secure in His hand, even in that great day of His wrath!
The Completion of Future Salvation
“For if while we were enemies we were reconciled to God by the death of his Son, much more, now that we are reconciled, shall we be saved by his life.”







Romans 5:10
If God has already in the here and now declared us to be right with Him, put us in a right standing with Him, reconciled us to Himself—  then how much more certain is it that He will save us from this wrath to come? How certain is it that He will complete what He has started?
BUT— how do we know?
