   point he makes in Romans 5:10—  [my translation]
    “If while we were still in enemies in rebellion against God, He 

       reconciled us to Himself through (by means of)  the death of his 
       Son, how much more certain is it that since we are now made 

       right with God, that we will be saved IN the life of His Son.”    

  




Romans 5:10  
*we are “reconciled” with God through the death of Jesus
*we are ‘saved’ IN the life of Jesus

 “The reconciliation in Christ Jesus not only leads to the forgiveness of sins and the declaration that God regards us as righteous, it puts u into Christ, and we shall be saved ultimately and finally ‘IN’ His life. If by His death He has delivered us from the wrath of God and the punishment of our sins, it is by our being linked to Him and His life that we are going to be saved from everything that has separated us from the life of God.”

Romans 5:13 
-the universal principle—

    *in the day that you eat of it you will surely die! (Gen 2-3)
    *the soul that sins shall die!

    *IN Adam, ALL are sinful and fallen – we are constitutionally 
       united with Adam and implicated in his guilt!
(Paul offers his Proof in Romans 5:13—

       *so if the law of Moses' wasn’t given until Sinai…and there 
           was  certainly sin in the world before Sinai (just look at  

           Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, and Joseph!)
       *that means there had to be a law in the world before Sinai, 
            and that law was broken— what ‘law’ was it?

Is there a universal law that all are subject to?

From the creation of Adam, was (is) man under an obligation?

   (Paul proves the fact that all men were under the covenant of    

          works, given by God, to be obeyed by all men!

Point 3: The Universal Reign of Death Confirms the Principle 
“ . . .but sin is not reckoned when there is no law. 14 Yet death exercised dominion from Adam to Moses, even over those whose sins were not like the transgression of Adam, who is a type of the one who was to come.”                             
Romans 5:13b-14

=The universal reign of death from Adam to Moses proves the 
     effect of Adam’s sin on us…it validates Original Sin
  -everyone is under the penalty of the violated covenant of works   

The Bible points to this reality consistently— 

   “The Lord saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that   

    every intention of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually.”   Gen 6:5
  =from this verse, Judaism developed the idea of the yesher ra
     -the ‘evil imagination’ . . . the ‘impulse’ of the human makeup

     -the same idea as ‘sin written upon the heart’ in Jer 17:1, 9

(and in and of ourselves…there is no way out!
    -in Adam, you go down with ship . . . the fallen, human ship!
(BUT— there is one way out
