Good measure, pressed down, shaken together, running over, will be put into your lap. For with the measure you use it will be measured back to you.”          



Luke 6:37-38
On the heels of this passage (Luke 6:27-36) we hear what might be considered an even more controversial and more difficult challenge . . .
=here are the words…
      “Judge not, and you will not be judged…”        Luke 6:37
    -this verse is among the most misunderstood / misapplied 
       passages in all of Scripture

    “Today (these verses) serve as the Magna Carta of much of American 
        religion. Some people do not know a single Bible verse— they might not 
        even know there is an Old and a New Testament. But let them feel the 
        slightest disapproval and the King James comes forth: ‘Judge not, and 
         ye shall not be judged.’”                                   Kent Hughes
   What does it mean to ‘judge’?    
    (to ‘judge’ is to separate, determine, or pronounce an 
      opinion concerning right or wrong—
    *krino— when Jesus exhorts the people not to judge, he’s using    

        this word – can also be translated as ‘condemn’ or ‘damn’ 
    *anakrino – ‘scrutinize, investigate, discern, or examine’ 
=here’s the context of these words

   -the context is Jesus showing us how we are to respond to and 
       think about and speak to and behave toward those who have 
       not loved us well
   -the immediate context of ‘judge not’ is the instruction of Jesus 

      to His disciples concerning how to treat an enemy!

(the way people are going to know you’re different, is . . .

   *you’re not only going to love those who love you, you’re going 
        to love those who don't love you
   *you are going to show mercy to those who don't show mercy to 
        You

   *AND . . . you’re not going to be so quick to judge sinners for 

        being sinners . . . or pagans for being pagan
    *Jesus DOES condemn a judgmental spirit!

    *Jesus’ words do not mean that we cease to be discerning about 
         those who are harming us

    *Jesus doesn’t mean that we never assess a person's character 
So what is He saying here — as a disciple (a follower) of Jesus:
Be Slow to Condemn Another
“Judge not, and you will not be judged; condemn not, and you will not be condemned…”                   Luke 6:37

Be Quick to Forgive   “…forgive, and you will be forgiven.”
Be Ready to Give    “give, and it will be given to you”
Be Assured of God’s Reward
“give, and it will be given to you. Good measure, pressed down, shaken together, running over, will be put into your lap. For with the measure you use it will be measured back to you.”                 Luke 6:38
=NOTE:

   -you will get back according to the standard you use to give!
   -very often, the good in this life is rewarded by disappointment   

   (it is God's normal principle of providence to deal with us, 

        in the way that we’ve learned by grace to deal with others. 
Application:

*learn the principle of not judging others for small faults while 
     allowing ourselves great ones— get a vision of yourself!
*learn that there are degrees in sin – specks and logs 
*learn to be more concerned about your own sins than about the 
     sins of a brother

*learn to recognize self-justification
