Jesus is going to use the figure of building a house to both
challenge His disciples and to issue a warning

    -I’m building a house with my life . . . and the most important 

      part, whether a life or a house, is the foundation you build
      on . . .the foundation makes all the difference in the world!
Jesus has already talked about the fruit and the root of a life—

    -the fruit reveals the health of a tree…good or bad

    -this audience (for the most part) has identified as disciples

    -alright then— IF you are My disciple – the fruit of your life 

         will validate your claim!

BUT—

   -there seems to be a problem . . .

The Formula

Step 1: The One who Comes to Me
  -to come to, to draw near

  -genuine discipleship starts with ‘coming to Jesus’- with drawing 

       near to Jesus

Step 2: Hears My Words

   -Hearing means paying attention…active listening

   -He still speaks today . . . through His Word (are you listening?)

Step 3: And Does Them!

  (Unless we reach the point where we actually do what Jesus says, we 
         are not followers of Jesus in the Biblical sense.

 -Jesus is looking for a believing response!
The Foundation
