Romans 6:11-14

“Do not present your members to sin as instruments for unrighteousness, but
present yourselves to God as those who have been brought from death to life, and your members to God as instruments for righteousness. 14 For sin will have no dominion over you, since you are not under law but under grace.”                        





Romans 6:13-14
What Paul is doing here in this passage—

   *once he’s answered the question, ‘How am I saved’, Paul 
       turns to the related question— ‘Now that I’m saved by the 
       merits of Christ, how am I to live in Christ?’ 
   *salvation has implication – justification is always followed by 
       sanctification

(If indeed you are justified by grace alone, through faith alone, 
      on account of Christ alone, you are also in the process of 
      being sanctified by grace alone, through faith alone through 
      the work of the Holy Spirit alone. 
I Corinthians 10:13 is actually a great reminder of what we’ve 
    been looking at there in Romans 6— we have quite the fight on 
    our hands as we seek to grow spiritually!!
2 Corinthians 1 is about the fight you can expect IF you seek to 

     live DEAD AND ALIVE for the glory of God— if you really 

     believe that you are dead to sin and alive to God
-Paul’s statement in Romans 6:14 has a context— 

    *it’s his concluding statement to the argument launched with 

           the absurd question, ‘Can’t I continue to live in sin since 

           grace covers all that I do?’
            (Lifestyle choices are inconsequential as long as I 

                      believe! (right?)
            (WRONG! (Grace actually precludes that mentality!)

    *it’s his exclamation point to the reality that I am IN Christ 

           and therefore sin’s dominion is broken…sin no longer 
           reigns over my life . . .  I have a new King!
3 Steps to living Dead and Alive—

Step 1:  I must understand this Foundation
Step 2: I must live by Faith 
Step 3: I must Fight

The Believer’s Battlefield

*There is a kingly throne or reign in my life
*There is a challenger to the throne – his name is sin
*There is a stronghold under attack – that stronghold is my body
*There are servants in the stronghold who may become deceptive 
       secret agents – these servants are called ‘desires’ 
*Incremental surrender is possible – I may lose a little at a time

*There are weapons that may be turned against me –  members
*God is the rightful, true king over the realm – I must fight and 
      stay loyal to the true King 

*There is the constitutional authority of the kingdom – grace 
What I must do in order to fight—

*Know that God is my King – be loyal to the King 
*See sin for what it really is – a power, not just an act
*Understand that in and of itself, God-given desire is not sin, but  

     sin can take that desire captive and use it against me
