As Jesus went, the people pressed around him. 43 And there was a woman who had had a discharge of blood for twelve years, and though she had spent all her living on physicians, she could not be healed by anyone.”     Luke 8:40-43
*the 1st story was designed to point out Jesus’ power over the 

    natural order (over wind/waves) – a definitive mark of Deity!

*story 2— beginning in Luke 8:26 – is about Jesus’ power over 

     the supernatural order – over the spiritual realm

*story 3 & 4 – (vv. 40-56) – show Jesus’ power over the human 

      condition (disease and death)

  -these 2 stories share some common issues:
    =they share a common background issue—  the laws of 
             uncleanness in Israel . . .  
   =they share a common response issues— Luke makes a point to 

         highlights the response of people to Jesus
   =they share another interesting bond— that’s the fact that these 

      2 people, Jairus and the woman, represent the extremes of 

      Jewish culture of the day—

         -man vs. woman     -Jewish ruler vs. Jewish outcast

         -he is revered/exalted    -she is vilified and despised

         -he is respected .  . . she is rejected

   *taken together they highlight the bewilderment of the Jewish 
      People—they don’t know what to think of Jesus!

An Introduction to a Jewish Leader     Luke 8:40-42 
=Jairus, is a synagogue ruler

=and though not numbered among the disciples, this leading elder 
      of a local synagogue, has enormous respect for Jesus…
=this Jewish elder comes to Jesus—

An Interruption by a Jewish Outcast     Luke 8:43-48 . . .
=in that crowd is a woman with a serious on multiple levels—

    *on a physical level – a discharge of blood for 12 years

    *on a financial level –  spent everything on ‘physicians’ (Luke, 
          a physician, draws attention to this fact) – to no avail – she 

          is destitute and desperate

   *on a spiritual level – her ‘issue’ rendered her, ‘unclean’—

       -being ‘unclean’ according to Levitical law made her an 

          outcast to the community
What’s really going on here?

 =Jesus’ question is not for His benefit . . . it’s for her benefit

 =this is an opportunity for her to confess her faith in Him!

Why this woman is so important—

   -if you were part of Luke’s audience hearing this story for the 1st 

      time…you’d have been skeptical of Jesus… here’s why—

Numbers 5:1-4
   -Why? Why were they ‘outcasts’? Why? 2 Reasons:  

       (1) Practicality    

       (2) Metaphorically
         -to show them how sin defiles – how sin separates us
         -a powerful picture of the human condition---

      “The world, everything and everybody in it, is dying. Tragedy and sorrow,

        pain of life is told in the endless and inescapable experiences of sickness 
        and death. The Fall of man has placed into the fabric of our universe 
        the deadly force of death, sends all people spiraling down careening into 
        sickness and death and the attendant sorrow and suffering that goes 
        along with them. And nobody avoids that, no matter how advanced we 
        become in science, no matter how sophisticated our medical technology 
        becomes, at best we are only able to postpone the inevitable.  And, of 
        course, because God has made us for relationships and God has given us 
        a capacity to love, there is associated with sickness and death immense 
        grief and sadness as well as suffering.”                    John MacArthur
Luke is showing is that just as Jesus has power over the natural order and the supernatural order, He also has power over the human condition!
