The Reality that Shapes this Passage:

“And he called the twelve together and gave them power and authority over all demons and to cure diseases, 2 and he sent them out to proclaim the kingdom of God and to heal.”                            Luke 9:1-2 
(the reality that shapes this passage – in this world there are 2 
    kingdoms – there is…

       *the kingdom of God 

       *the kingdom of this passing age (of this world)
  -Jesus is sending His disciples out to proclaim a message
    about the Kingdom over which He is King!
          “Now Herod the tetrarch heard about all that was happening, and he 
             was perplexed . . . who is this about whom I hear such things?’ And he 
             sought to see him.”                                     Luke 9:7, 9

    (we have a pagan king asking questions—

           ‘who is this talking about the kingdom of God?’ 

           ‘what is he talking about . . . I’d better check this out!’

-He calls the 12 together,

-He gives them both power and authority 
-He sends them out to proclaim the kingdom of God and to heal 
(Who is it in the OT that calls and gives and sends? 
(the calling . . . and giving . . . and sending here would have 

       reminded that original audience of God’s calling / giving / 

       sending of  His people  . . .

Jesus the King proclaimed a kingdom not of this world, one that would never pass away! That’s why our hope cannot be in any kingdom of this world which includes the temporal kingdom of America!
The Nature of the Kingdom that We Proclaim

“and he sent them out to proclaim the kingdom of God and to heal.”    (v. 2)
 (this ‘Kingdom” is about the  ‘authority’ to rule and the actual 
       exercise of that rule—but…..
       -it’s not a territory that can be plotted on a map

       -it’s the rule over the hearts and lives of people
 (these men were sent to proclaim the authority of God to rule 
        the lives of His people— 

  =we persuade others about the kingdom . . . but we don’t bring it 
  =we can receive the kingdom . . . but we can’t establish it 

  =you might reject the kingdom… but you’ll never stop it

The Message of the Kingdom  (Luke 9:2-6) 
(the message of the Kingdom IS no less than the Gospel of Jesus 
(the message of the Gospel is essentially — who’s your King?

      -what Kingdom will you serve?

(the good news of the kingdom is that God has provided a way 

        to ‘set the captives free!’

(that He is our hope and our satisfaction, our joy and provision
(if our message is that God is all-satisfying and His kingdom 

      surpasses anything this world can give— but you’re caught up 
      in getting things from the people of this age, you contradict 
      your message!
