Romans 8:3-4
=The story from John 8 is a perfect illustration of the opening 

     verses of Romans 8—

   *in both we hear the heart stopping news of ‘no condemnation’

   *in both, Jesus is the source of the greatest news—

   *but that’s not where this ends— we cannot stop with ‘Neither 
      do I condemn you…’ in John 8:11 . . . NOR can we stop in 
      Romans 8:1 with, ‘There is therefore now no condemnation’
Why?  

    *Because there is more— the declaration ‘no condemnation’ 

      carries with it a weighty implication!

   -both imply more than just a declaration of positional status
  -both anticipate a practical righteousness to follow!
Justification by grace alone, faith alone, in Christ alone is always followed by sanctification by grace, faith, in Christ!

Living for Christ (holiness) always follows salvation in Christ!
     -salvation is primarily being redeemed to fulfill the 

       purpose for which we were created— ‘to be righteous’

The 3 – 2 – 1 of No Condemnation—
Three – I am delivered by the Three in One Eternal God

*God the Father is the agent of our justification
  “For God has done what the law, weakened by the flesh, could not do…”






Romans 8:3a 
*God the Holy Spirit is the agent of our sanctification
“in order that the righteous requirement of the law might be fulfilled in 
  us, who walk not according to the flesh but according to the Spirit.”  (v. 4)
*God the Son is the means by which both are possible
    “…By sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh and for sin, he 
       condemned sin in the flesh, 4 in order that the righteous requirement of 
       the law might be fulfilled in us…”
Two – There are Two Sovereign Works of Grace Accomplished
=Paul has shown us 2 great saving works of grace—
  *Justification— I am declared righteous in Christ in the saving 

      death of Christ my God— delivers me from the penalty of sin

  *Sanctification— the ongoing work of the indwelling Spirit that 

      delivers me from the power of sin

One – the one goal of God’s redemptive work
