    “For we did not follow cleverly devised myths when we made known to 
     you the power and coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, but we were eye-   

     witnesses of his majesty. 17 For when he received honor and glory from 
     God the Father, and the voice was borne to him by the Majestic Glory,
     ‘This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased,’ 18 we ourselves 
     heard this very voice borne from heaven, for we were with him on the 
     holy mountain. 19 And we have the prophetic word more fully confirmed,

-in this passage, Peter gives us insight into a major purpose of 

        the Transfiguration…it served to confirm, to validate the 
        authority of Jesus and HisWord which they would be taught 

        and would go on to teach!  [the word nore fully confirmed!]
However— one thing is inevitable . . . you eventually have to come down from the mountain! 
      “On the next day, when they had come down from the mountain, a great crowd 
          met him…”                                       Luke 9:37
  =what goes up must come down is as much a spiritual principle 
        as it is a gravitational principle

  =spiritual highs do not last for one simple reason—  we are still 
         fallen beings living in a fallen world 
  =we’ve been called to walk by FAITH…not by sight
(Faith, true faith, legitimate faith, is believing what God said 
      simply because He said it and then living in light of it
Our passage has 2 parts— 

  *vv. 37-43a – Demon Possession and the inability of His 

          disciples to deliver 

  *vv. 43-45 – Jesus’reminder about His impending death

Coming Down from the Mountain:  The Battle to Believe
Lesson 1:  We Live in a Fallen World (vv. 37-40)
        “And when they came to the disciples, they saw a great crowd around 
       them, and scribes arguing with them. 15 And immediately all the crowd,   

       when they saw him, were greatly amazed and ran up to him and greeted    

       him. 16 And he asked them, “What are you arguing about with them?”






Mark 9:14-15
=Luke’s just led us from the spiritual high of the Transfiguration
    right back down into the valley of the trouble of every day life
(trouble is not the exception – it’s the rule!

     “Behold, the hour is coming, indeed it has come, when you will be scattered, 
        each to his own home, and will leave me alone. Yet I am not alone, for the 
        Father is with me. 33 I have said these things to you, that in me you may 
        have peace. In the world you will have tribulation. But take heart; I have 
        overcome the world.”                                  John 16:32-33

Lesson 2: We Must Love and Help the Fallen Ones (vv. 40-42)
=Jesus says, “Bring him to Me.” –Jesus loved children!

=how much more should we!
=because we live and minister in a fallen world we should expect 

      to encounter spiritual wickedness— 

=that’s the world we live in . . . that’s the people were called to 
      love— fallen people in a fallen world

Lesson 3:  We Must Battle Unbelief  (vv. 37-45)
=what we see in this passage— and again, remember it follows 

      the Transfiguration— what we see is a battle with unbelief…

      unbelief on the part of the disciples of Jesus!

    -are they going to believe that Jesus is able?
    -are they going to believe what Jesus tells them?

“And I begged your disciples to cast it out, but they could not!”   Luke 9:40
    -Jesus had given the 12 authority over demons in Luke 9:1
    -but here in 9:40— they could not do it!

    -this is about unbelief . . . but whose?
              (we’ll pick up here next week
