The Sustaining Point for Making Disciples— Radical Trust
“Carry no moneybag, no knapsack, no sandals, and greet no one on the road.
5Whatever house you enter, first say, ‘Peace be to this house!’ 6And if a son of peace is there, your peace will rest upon him. But if not, it will return to you.
7And remain in the same house, eating and drinking what they provide, for the laborer deserves his wages. Do not go from house to house. 8Whenever you enter a town and they receive you, eat what is set before you. 9Heal the sick in it and say to them, ‘The kingdom of God has come near to you.’”

=these instructions to this group of 70 were about 1 thing— God 
     can be trusted as you go about being obedient and faithful!

((vv. 5-9) – trust God to lead you—

=the Sovereignty of God is foundational to your life— trust Him!

     message – a one sentence outline of the message 
 -in Luke's teaching the kingdom of God is something God does…  

 -note especially— the kingdom of God is not what the people of 
       Israel were expecting— not a military overthrow, not a 

       political coup, not a religious reformation …

  -it is the proclamation of good news that through the Messiah
The kingdom of God is the rule and reign of God through Jesus Christ in the hearts of a people who believe and live life following Jesus and His teaching. 
Practical Application of this uique passage—
*Do you understand the good news of the kingdom well enough to 
     tell it?  Can you articulate the gospel? Are you articulating it? 
*Are you ready for a mixed response?

*Do you validate the message by living a life that gives evidence  

    of the Gospel?
