  =they’d never seen (heard) anyone pray like Jesus (or John)

  =with Jesus— they saw someone:

        *with a unique passion for prayer

        *with an unusual zeal for prayer

        *with unprecedented intimacy in prayer

When I Pray . . . Pray the Bible
When I Pray . . . Pray to My Father
When I Pray . . . Pray the Name of God Would Be ‘Hallowed’

When I Pray . . . Pray for the Kingdom of God to Unfold
“And he said to them, ‘When you pray, say:  ‘Father, hallowed be your name.
Your kingdom come.’”                                          Luke 11:2
=what exactly does it mean to pray “Your kingdom come?”
=and if I am praying this specific petition…how do I do it?
   “We are . . . taught to pray, ‘Your kingdom come.’ — In so saying
   we declare our desire that the usurped power of Satan may speedily  

   be cast down, that all mankind may acknowledge God as their lawful
   King, and that the kingdoms of this world may become in fact as they
   are in promise the kingdoms of our God and of His Christ. The final 

   setting up of this kingdom has been long predicted even from the day
   of Adam's fall. The whole creation groans in expectation of it. The
   last prayer of the Bible points to it. The canon of Scripture almost 
   closes with the words, ‘Come, Lord Jesus.’”              -J.C. Ryle
=what I’m really asking for when I pray, “Father, may Your 

     kingdom come”, is this— ‘Lord reign!’
  *very often our priorities are our own dire circumstances and 
        needs— I’m most fervent in prayer when we I feel most 
        troubled— and then my prayer focus is ‘God get me out of   

        this!

  *we seldom stop to think (and pray) that my difficulties and 

            troubles might just bring about the kingdom (at least in my 

            life and perhaps even in others)

To pray for the kingdom to come is to pray for the glory of God, to pray for His glorious rule, first and foremost. in my own life and in the lives of His people!
   =how are we usually tempted to pray— ‘Lord, deliver me from 

         this trouble’ or if you’re more spiritual, ‘Lord, deliver me 

         through this trouble

   =Jesus is telling us here that we’ve got it backwards!

       =don’t pray for your end. . . pray for God as the end!
      -my ultimate concern even in the midst of the trouble 
          OUGHT to be God's name, God's kingdom, God's glory
If you pray this prayer rightly there will be four specifics—

*A prayer of destruction — Satan's kingdom would be destroyed
*A prayer of construction — that God's kingdom would be built
*A prayer for conversion – disciples for the harvest
*A prayer for the completion of God's Kingdom
