My Essential Problem:  Sin
 The vocabulary of sin in the NT is quite instructive—

 *hamartia – to miss the mark (that’s the word Luke uses here)

 *paraptōma – to slip, stumble, fall, being out of control
         “For if you forgive others their trespasses, your heavenly Father will    

           also forgive you, 15 but if you do not forgive others their trespasses, 
            neither will your Father forgive your trespasses.”    Matt 6:14-15

*opheilēma – used herein Luke 11:4 as well as in Matt 6:12–

      “… forgive us our sins, for we ourselves forgive everyone who is indebted 
          to us…”
(THIS is my essential problem— I have a debt with God that
       must be paid  
(the very 1st thing I must do is recognize this essential problem!

(which is what Jesus is teaching me to do here—

God’s Greatest Provision:  Forgiveness

 “When you pray, say, ‘Father . . .  forgive us our sins…’”
 =God is never reluctant to forgive . . . He’s ready to forgive!

 =no one understood that better than David— Psalm 86,  32  
 =indeed— I have no greater need in my life than the need for 

       forgiveness . . . and forgiveness IS God's greatest gift . . . as a 

       matter of fact, this is the gospel message we proclaim
So when we pray, ‘Father, forgive me of my sin’ – what are we 

    asking for?    

Micah 7:18-20
Isaiah 53:6
*judicial (positional) forgiveness          
*relational forgiveness  
‘Father, forgive us our sins,’ is a daily necessity!

“The Lord’s Prayer is a sinner’s prayer in which we acknowledge that we are unworthy sinners before a holy God. This is something we need to acknowledge every day. Just as we ask for daily provision, so also we need to ask for daily pardon. The confession of sin is an ongoing part of our relationship with God . . . As Martin Luther frequently and famously said, the whole Christian life is one of repentance.”        -Phil Ryken
The Necessary Prerequisite: Forgiving Others  
“Father … forgive us our sins, for we ourselves forgive everyone who is indebted to us.”
=let’s put this as simply as I can— here’s is what Jesus is saying:

   ‘Don’t expect God to forgive you if you don’t forgive others!’  
A curiosity— why does Jesus single out an unforgiving spirit as the primary way to block God’s forgiveness in my life?

  =because a bitter unforgiving spirit destroys relationships
  =forgiveness may cost you but unforgiveness will cost you more 
  No one should be so merciful as the one who receives mercy!
