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Revelation 4:1 (ESV)

“After this I looked, and behold, a door standing open in heaven!”
 Whether this is heaven now or heaven later, the truths that you’re about to see, are the realities that are present both now AND in the future. 

These truths transcend time. These are truths that were a reality on 9/11. They are true today amidst COVID-19 and they will be true 1,000 million years from now when no one even remembers the events of the present day.
What is “The Truth Behind Heaven’s Door?”
Truth 1: God is seated on His throne.
“At once I was in the Spirit, and behold, a throne stood in heaven, with one seated on the throne.” – Revelation 4:2
God is still reigning, God is still king, God is still in charge. 
This truth is really the center piece of chapters 4 & 5. In fact, in chapter 4 alone the word “throne” appears 13 times, 11 of which refer to God’s throne.

I. God is Awesome. (Revelation 4:3-8)
II. God is Holy. (Revelation 4:8-10)
III. God is in Control. (Revelation 4:1, 11)

“Then I saw in the right hand of him who was seated on the throne a scroll written within and on the back, sealed with seven seals.” – Revelation 5:1

Who is Jesus and what Has Jesus done?
I. Jesus is the conquering King.

And one of the elders said to me, “Weep no more; behold, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, has conquered, so that he can open the scroll and its seven seals.” – Revelation 5:5

II. Jesus is the sacrificial Lamb.
