Last week we made 2 general observations about this prayer––
Observation 1: When You Pray . . . Pray the Bible
Observation 2: When You Pray . . . Pray to Your Father
When You Pray, Pray that the Name of God Would Be ‘Hallowed’
“And he said to them, ‘When you pray, say:  ‘Father, hallowed be your 
name…”                                         

Luke 11:2
2 Questions:
=what does it mean to pray––‘Hallowed be Your Name’?
=how do I pray practically that God’s name would be ‘glorified’”?

Question 1: What does it mean to pray, ‘hallowed be Your name”?
=first, let’s correct a faulty assumption––why do we pray?
    -prayer is not about ‘getting what I want’ – prayer is about God  

Displaying His glory through meeting my needs

    -why do we pray . . . we pray in order to commune with the 

living God
The objective of all true prayer is that God would be glorified!
  =that God would be seen by all who observe my life as glorious
  =that He would be seen as ‘worthy of worship and praise’

  =so what I am really praying in this––


“Father, You are the priority in my life–– let others see that!

 Father, may my life indeed reflect who You really are!”
A word about ‘name’ (as in hallowed be Your name)––
   -name is not primarily an identifying moniker here

   -the ‘name of God’ is a reflection of the character of God!

   -the ‘name’ IS who He is!

Q 2: How Do I Pray Practically that God’s Name is ‘hallowed’?
‘”Hallowed be your name’ is the one specific subjective response of the human heart that God expects us to give – the hallowing reverencing,  honoring, esteeming, admiring, valuing, treasuring of God’s name above all things . . . If you combine this fact with the fact that this petition comes first, and that the ‘name’ of God (‘hallowed by your name’) is more equivalent to the being of God than is his kingdom or his will, my conclusion is that this petition is the main point of the prayer and all the others are meant to serve this one.”

 =it means that everything I pray–– His will, the coming of His kingdom, my daily bread, my need for forgiveness and my need to resist temptation . . .everything that I would pray about would lead me to desire that God would be seen for who He is and that my life would lead others to Him
