What then shall we say to these things?
  -he's not simply referring to vs. 28-30 [as glorious as they are] 
  -he's not simply referring to Romans 8 [high point of Romans] 
  -Paul is referring to the whole of the book to this point— it’s 
         implicit to the question that he poses in this 31st verse
God is for you in Jesus Christ . . . And IF God is for you in Christ, then what does it matter if someone is against you?
NOTE”  he’s NOT saying there’s nobody against the Christian 
   =as a matter of fact— there is opposition— plenty of it!
      *the world is against you

      *your fallen sinful nature is against you

      *the Evil One is against you

  =What Paul is saying is that IF you've been reconciled to God, 
       then there is no enemy worth worrying about! 
Paul closes this profound revelation of God’s unfailing Plan with an equally overwhelming reality—  God is for me!
Conclusive Proof that God is for me—
Proof 1:  God Is Personally Involved in My Redemption
“He who did not spare his own Son but gave him up for us all…”







Romans 8:32a
=God did not sub-contract my redemption…He was involved!

= “He’ (God the Father) did not spare His own Son”

= “He (God the Father) gave Him up…”

   -Paul’s focus in Romans 8:32 is NOT Jesus

   -Paul’s focus here is God the Father
No passive love gives the greatest treasure to save sinners!

Proof 2:  God Purposefully Includes the Glory of His Son
“He who did not spare his own Son but gave him up for us all…”






Romans 8:32a
=the emphasis here is “His own Son” – an invitation for you to 
     think about the significance of Who the Son is in relation to 
     the Father— the exceeding preciousness of the Son
=at the Cross that day— everyone saw a man condemned… He 
       was bruised, beaten, battered— nothing about Him indicated 
        that this was who God loved more than everyone else. 
 =on that Cross is the glorious treasure of the ages…the pearl of 

        great price…
Proof 3:  God Powerfully Incorporates the Totality of Sacrifice
“He who did not spare his own Son but gave him up for us all…”






Romans 8:32a
=‘…delivered (gave) Him up— this is the language of sacrifice

=this sacrifice is without limit… this no holding back, there is no 
     mitigation of the wrath visited on Him!
  -Jesus raises ‘some gave all’ to an entirely different level

  -it’s not just that Jesus gave His life . . . His life was offered 

        up as a sacrifice of atonement— to pay a debt that He 

        did not owe…MY debt, a debt that I could never pay!

          Because of Jesus I will never know what it’s like 
                           to be forsaken by God!
