   -that is, where your treasure is…is where you’ll find you heart
    (Not only does your true treasure reveal your heart . . . it will 
           also dictate your life!

   -in Peter’s defense…he does have a point with this question!

(Jesus doesn’t answer Peter’s question (at least not directly!)
(Jesus answers with yet another parable— which gives a 

        corollary statement to the principle of Always Ready…the 

        corollary is Always Faithful!
=Jesus responds to Peter’s question with His own Question . . .in 

   the form of another parable!
      “The Lord answered, ‘Who then is the faithful and wise manager, whom 
     the master puts in charge of his servants to give them their food allowance 
     at the proper time?”

   -‘…who is the faithful and wise manager…?’  
  *in the 1st parable (vv. 35-40) – the servant was praised for his 

       watchfulness— being ready— he is alert and attentive!

  *in this one— the servant is praised for his faithfulness— being 

        Faithful— DOING!
The Faithful Servant ‘Does’ What Is Expected of Him/Her

  -the ‘manager’ is still a servant…

  -but he has been given specific responsibilities— 
        *if he does his job well…the master’s house will flourish!

               =the servant will be rewarded (promoted)— be given 

                      more responsibility

                  “It will be good for that servant whom the master finds doing so when 
               he returns. 44 Truly I tell you, he will put him in charge of all his 
               possessions.”                             Luke 12:43-44

(according to Jesus, judgment will be according to knowledge
   -meaning that the more you know, the more accountable you are 

            for what you know! 
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
