    -Jesus is more than implying this in our text tonight . . . He’s 

        actually asserting it

Connecting a Confrontation to Its Context

Tracing a Threat to Its Source
“At that very hour some Pharisees came and said to him, ‘Get away from here, for Herod wants to kill you.’”                       Luke 13:31 
=2 questions raised by the verse—
  *Are the Pharisees looking out for Jesus? Why would they warn 

       Him to leave in light of a threat on His life?

  *What’s up with Herod? What’s his problem? 

Are the Pharisees looking out for Jesus by warning Him about    

    Herod? (very doubtful) 

What’s up with Herod?

  -This would be Herod Antipas— ruler of Galilee 
=Why did Herod want to kill Jesus?  
    -he knew of the miracle power of Jesus— power that could be 
        used to create a disturbance that would call Rome down on 
        Herod’s own head
   -Jesus is a threat to Herod as well as to the Pharisees!

Revealing an Intent to His Ministry 
“And he said to them, ‘Go and tell that fox, ‘Behold, I cast out demons and perform cures today and tomorrow, and the third day I finish my course.

33 Nevertheless, I must go on my way today and tomorrow and the day following, for it cannot be that a prophet should perish away from Jerusalem.’”                                  Luke 13:32-33
=Jesus says 2 things here:
   *My intent is to press on with My call— to cast out demons and 

          restore broken people (v. 32)

   *My intent is to fulfill that call— to fulfill My purpose – to die 
       in Jerusalem! (v. 33)

Jesus answers 3 specific people here—

(His answer to Herod—   “Go and tell that fox…”
    =Jesus is dismissing Herod as a 2nd rate varmint of a ruler… 
    =‘I'm going to continue to do what I've been doing today, 
            tomorrow, and until I'm done.’
(His answer to the Pharisees 
   =not only am I finishing My call . . . I’m doing it in Jerusalem!
     Jerusalem – the capital of Israel, the center of worship, the 
     city of God – was where they killed the spokesmen for God.     

    What irony!
  =why Jesus had to die in Jerusalem is fairly obvious—

   -Jerusalem is the place where all the sacrifices had been made 
       and He would be the final sacrifice!  
(His answer to His People (v. 34-35)
