Romans 10:4
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“For Christ is the end of the law, with the result that there is righteousness for everyone who believes.”                                     Romans 10:4
      “Then the Lord said, ‘Should I hide from Abraham what I am about 
        to do? 18 After all, Abraham will surely become a great and powerful 
        nation, and all the nations on the earth may receive blessing through 
        him. 19 I have chosen him so that he may command his children and 
        his household after him to keep the way of the Lord by doing what is 

        right and just. Then the Lord will give to Abraham what he promised

(the ultimate promise made to Abraham is a “blessed people”— 
       a people that would follow the way of the Lord!

  =if you should find yourself thinking or wondering— why is 

        Israel such a big deal in 21st century America… this is why!

  =or to put it another way— this is part of our story!
Romans 9–11 answer the question, ‘Ok Paul, what about Israel?’
  =the main issue, again and again in these 3 chapters is this:

      -Is Israel really God’s chosen people? 
      -If so, then what went wrong? Why did they reject Jesus?

      -Why should I care… why does this matter to us?
The Apostle answers this inquiry in 3 parts—

Part 1: Paul Addressed Israel’s Failure (Romans 9)     
Part 2: Paul Addresses Israel’s Fault (Romans 10)     
  =her failure is her own fault!
  =if you are lost it is because you reject the gospel
   *human unbelief is not God’s fault. It is ours. 

   *Israel’s unbelief was Israel’s fault . . . not God’s!

Paul’s Broken Heart for His Brothers (v. 1)
Paul’s Honest Assessment of His Brothers— why they failed
“For I bear them witness that they have a zeal for God, but not according to knowledge. 3 For, being ignorant of the righteousness of God, and seeking to establish their own, they did not submit to God’s righteousness.”






Romans 10:2-3
          “It is dangerous to have zeal without knowledge,
              and the one who acts hastily makes poor choices.”

(They sought to establish their own righteousness but they 
        did so under the guise of following or keeping the Word of 
        God [they did it their way but called it God’s way!]

If the mere reading of this verse 
    does not make you want to praise God and to thank Him, then I think 
    you had better look again at the foundations of your faith. There is 
    no more glorious statement in the whole of Scripture than just this.”

In this singular statement we are reminded of 

The Seriousness of the Law

 “For Christ is the end of the law . . .”
=whatever else they were wrong about….Israel was right about 

     one thing— they knew how important the Law of God was!

=where they misunderstood the Law was in thinking they could 

      actually keep it!

The Centrality of Jesus and the Law
 “For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to everyone who believes”
*Paul does NOT mean that Jesus has done away with the Law 
   -the law is a permanent expression of the holy character of God   
   -it is the perpetual expectation of the human race from God

 *Paul means that Jesus is the One the Law had always pointed to

    -He is the One who completes and thus fulfills the Law
