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““…if you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. 10 For with the heart one believes and is justified, and with the mouth one confesses and is saved.”                                                    Romans 10:9-10 
The essential Gospel – what exactly do you have to know [believe] content wise about the Gospel? If you were to engage someone in conversation and it led to the opportunity for you to ‘share the Gospel’ with them – what “content” would you need to communicate to them?  
Paul reduces the core message to these 2 realities (truths)…
   *Jesus is Lord – a reference to the Person of Jesus     

   *God raised Him (Jesus) from the dead – that’s the Work of 

             Jesus— the resurrection highlights what Jesus did and by 
              implication WHY He did it!
 Remember—

   *the heart— who you are – rational, emotional, volitional  
       =to believe with the heart is to fully commit your being
  *the mouth— open confession/confirmation of the heart
     =to confess with the mouth is to demonstrate with your life 

Jesus is Lord

 “…if you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord…”





Romans 10:9a
  -Christianity starts with Jesus Christ

  -the Gospel is defined by the person of Jesus Christ – who He 

         is, what happened to Him, AND the meaning of it all!
What does Paul mean when he says “Jesus is Lord”  and why is it critical to understanding the Gospel?
 =the word “kurios’ – is both a title and a name

    -the basic word is a title meaning ‘master’ or ‘lord’ (as in 
         ‘boss’ or ‘owner’)  

    -kurios is also used as a name – it is the word the LXX used to 
        translate God’s personal name in the Hebrew Scripture (OT)
     “And it shall come to pass that everyone who calls on the name of the 
       Lord shall be saved. For in Mount Zion and in Jerusalem there shall 
       be those who escape, as the Lord has said, and among the survivors    

       shall be those whom the Lord calls.”                Joel 2:32
 (Paul quotes this passage and in essence says that Jesus is the 

       Lord God— He is the Savior – He is God!

The staggering fact is that to be a Christian is to confess that Jesus Christ is God— He is not a god; He is THE God!
God Raised Him the Dead 

“…and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved.” 
    You cannot be a Christian and deny the literal, physical, 
             bodily resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ!

(The NT goes to great length to tell us this—

   *4 accounts of the life, death and resurrection of Jesus—

   *the Apostles (in Acts) claim to be eye-witnesses of the 

        resurrected Jesus—and they preach accordingly!

   *the consistent message of the church—the Resurrection
   *the message of Paul—

(the resurrection of Jesus matters—

    “It will be counted to us who believe in him who raised from the dead 
      Jesus our Lord, 25 who was delivered up for our trespasses and 
      raised for our justification.”    Romans 4:24-25
  =the Resurrection is the basis for our justification
  =before you will ever communicate the Gospel to someone:

       *you must know the content of the Gospel— 

      *you must ‘believe’ it— not merely an intellectual assent— 

              but a ‘heart belief’— a life-defining embrace
