In Romans 9-11 Paul is showing his audience the fault of Israel in failing to believe the Gospel
   -in doing so it allows us to ask an important question— why do 

         people fail to believe the Gospel?
   -have you ever really given that question any thought?

   -why did Israel reject Jesus . . . why does so-and-so reject Him?

The Character of the Gospel is reflected in its demand—
  =to trust (confess) Jesus with mouth and heart 
  =the heart is a metaphor for the essence of our being— 

           rational (mind), emotional, volitional (will)

  =the mouth is more than just ‘words’ – it’s a life lived

     (this is not a superficial confession but a life commitment
     (AND—it’s a commitment that Believers must communicate!

The Diagnostic Questions

  *‘How then will they (Israel) call on Christ if they have 
          not believed in Him?’ – that’s what this question is asking

  *‘How will Israel believe in Christ if they have not heard the 
         gospel of Christ?’

  *‘How will Israel hear the gospel of Christ without a preacher 
         of the gospel?’ [someone to proclaim God’s Word] 
  *‘How will a preacher herald the gospel unless he is sent 
          by God?’ 
4 Scriptural Answers
  The heart of man’s problem is the problem of man’s heart
*answering the 4th question—How can they preach unless sent?

 -according to Paul— absolutely— the OT prophets!
   “How beautiful on the mountains are the feet of those who bring good 
     news, who proclaim peace, who bring good tidings, who proclaim 
     salvation, who say to Zion, ‘Your God reigns!’”
