=there’s a growing attitude among many today that ‘God owes 

     me’— I’m entitled to certain perks and benefits as a Christian

=we see it in a number of specifics— the 2 most prominent . . . 

    *the consumer mentality that has invaded the church— 

    *the lack of a servant’s heart among most professing

            believers— people want to be served rather than serve

(the call to salvation is a Call of Duty!

Luke 17:7— Jesus continues with one more issue…one more specific that can be considered under the umbrella of being a consistent believer— 
  =fulfilling your responsibility (duty) to be a servant 
I am responsible (it is my duty as a follower of Jesus)—

   *to be on my guard— to be aware that ‘stumbling blocks’ are 
         a very real possibility and ongoing threat to me
   *to be ready to reprove a brother …to be reproved and to 

         repent… and to be ready to forgive 
   *to believe and live the commands of Jesus—to be a man of 
         faith    

   *to serve— because I’m a servant!

      --one thing required of a servant— to be found faithful!

      --faithfulness demonstrates itself in one particular way— 
           to answer the call of duty— to DO what is expected of you!
The Scenario

Notice that Jesus poses 3 rhetorical questions—
Question One (v. 7)

Question Two (v. 8)
Question Three (v. 9)

 -Jesus uses these 3 questions to illustrate the life of faith—
    (the servant was fulfilling his responsibilities
     (the slave wasn’t rewarded for doing what he was supposed 

             to do – you don’t get a gold star for doing your job!

     (the duty of a servant is to faithfully serve— to humbly fulfill 

            the expectations of his master

The Summation
So you also, when you have done all that you were commanded, say, ‘We are unworthy servants; we have only done what was our duty.’                                             

  





Luke 17:10
=here’s the point Jesus is teaching to His disciples— never have 
     the attitude that God owes you
=unworthy or ‘unprofitable = ‘without need… nothing is owed’
     POINT: the master owes nothing more 
This teaching is really a lesson about humility set against the
     backdrop of the pride of the Pharisees and the scribes.
