No matter what situation or circumstances you find yourself in, The Lord can use you to glorify His name.
How can we be used by the Lord? 

Notice 3 Observation from Paul & Silas:

I. Learn to rest in the sovereign purposes of God. (vv 25)
The Lord always has a plan and purpose even when we don’t see or understand all that He is doing. 

· The people in your life are not there by accident. 
4 kinds of people God will bring in your life: 

A. A Paul – a mentor, a teacher, a pastor, etc. 
B. A Barnabas/Silas – a partner, a brother, a true friend. 
C. A Timothy – a disciple, a younger person in the faith. 
D. A Lydia/A Jailer – Someone who needs the Lord. 

· The circumstances you are in are not random. (26–28) 
II. Always be prepared to share your hope in Jesus.  
(vv 27 – 30)
· We give hope to the hopeless when we call them to believe in the Lord Jesus.  (vv 31 – 34)
III. Keep the mission of God a top priority. (vv 35 – 40)
