Luke’s Preliminary Corrective

     because it tells us WHY Jesus tells this parable to them 

 -according to Luke, the disciples are thinking that Jesus is about 
     to launch the Kingdom by marching into Jerusalem and taking 
     over— the King is here and is about to assert His authority and       

     establish His Kingdom in Jerusalem!

Jesus’ Intriguing Parable

=this parable has a basis in recent history…Archelaus, son of 

      Herod the Great 
Jesus is deliberately using a prominent, recent, historical event as the basis of this parable – one that would have resonated with His audience – in order to draw important parallel lessons about living your life as you wait the coming of the king!
As You Wait for the King—
Expect Rejection
  =reality check:  not everyone will love the King—

  =not everyone would love Jesus— most would reject Him!

Prepare for Endurance

“Calling ten of his servants, he gave them ten minas, and said to them, ‘Engage in business until I come.’”         (v. 13) 
(the call to follow Jesus IS a call to endurance— a call to 

      faithful service (that’s what discipleship is)
Faithfully Serve

“When he returned, having received the kingdom, he ordered these servants to whom he had given the money to be called to him, that he might know what they had gained by doing business.”     (v. 15)

    -we’re not all given the same ‘gifts’ (circumstances, resources, 

         abilities, etc.)

    -but we are all given the same gift— the Gospel

Get Ready for Accountability (vv. 20-26)
20 Then another came, saying, ‘Lord, here’s your mina, …’  (v. 20)

=then ‘another’ (heteros)— another of a different kind

  POINT:  he’s not the same as the others— they are faithful; he 

           is not   [some are faithful…some are false…some are foes]
