Part 143: Weeping Over Jerusalem 
Luke 19:41-44
Wednesday, July 7, 2021

“And when he drew near and saw the city, he wept over it, 42saying,
‘Would that you, even you, had known on this day the things that make for peace! But now they are hidden from your eyes. 43 For the days will come upon you, when your enemies will set up a barricade around you and
surround you and hem you in on every side 44 and tear you down to the ground, you and your children within you. And they will not leave one stone upon another in you, because you did not know the time of your visitation.’”



Luke 19:41-44
=Luke ties together Jesus’ journey and arrival by repeating the very same words from 9:51 in 19:41—
       “When the days drew near for him to be taken up…

         “And when he drew near and saw the city, 
“And some of the Pharisees in the crowd said to him, ‘Teacher, rebuke
your disciples.’ 40 He answered, ‘I tell you, if these were silent, the very stones would cry out.’”                     Luke 19:39-40
(If these were silent, the very stones would cry out— as a matter 

        of fact, ‘these’ WILL become silent!
   -the Jerusalem that’s going crazy with excitement is about go a    

        different kind of crazy ~ which breaks the heart of Jesus!
   -they chastise Him and tell Him to shut these people up— 

           ‘Teacher, rebuke your disciples.’  
      -the word they use is pretty intense… to rebuke, to warn, to 
       threaten . . .they don’t want to hear such blasphemy
(IF (when) they do go silent, Jesus said the rocks will [not might 

        or possibly will] cry out!
   -the verb here is a Future Active Indicative ‘cry out’— ‘scream’
  -it describes an action that will be performed in the future by the 
     subject of the sentence. (must definitely occur)

  -how will the ‘stones cry out (scream)’?
(Habakkuk—prophet to Judah just before the Babylonian 
       Captivity . . . the book is a running dialogue between God and 

       the prophet Habakkuk
  -he doesn’t understand why God is allowing such evil (1:1-4)

  -to which God responds with a shocking revelation (1:5-7)
  -to which Habakkuk replies— are you serious?
  -but God tells Habakkuk ‘chill out son…I’ve got it covered!’
      “ For the stone will cry out from the wall, and the beam from the   
       woodwork respond. 12 “Woe to him who builds a town with blood and 
       founds a city on iniquity!”       Hab 2:11-12
    -the stones in their buildings were symbols of their wickedness 

    -the destruction of those buildings (stones) would be the 

          same as the ‘rocks crying out’ 
     =Jesus is doing the same thing here in Luke 19:40— “if 

          these cease to praise…when these go silent… the stones 

          will cry out (scream)

And here comes the proof—

The Sorrow of Jesus

“And when he drew near and saw the city, he wept over it.”







Luke 19:41
 =klaio – to cry, to weep. weep aloud (expressing uncontainable,
        audible grief   [a strong word]
  -why is He so obviously upset?
The Spiritual Blindness of People

    42saying,‘Would that you, even you, had known on this day the things 
    that make for peace! But now they are hidden from your eyes.” 
The Consequence of Rejecting Jesus      Luke 19:43-44
=Jesus weeps because He knows what’s coming for them
=by rejecting Jesus they’d put themselves under divine judgment 

     and they remain there to this day  [Matthew 27:21-26]
=Luke 19:43-44 was fulfilled in detail by the Romans in 70AD

=‘The days will come upon you’— is an OT judgment expression 
=‘The day of visitation’ is a phrase used by Isaiah and Jeremiah 
     referring to the coming of God, drawing near to His people
=Ignorance is not bliss— ignorance in no excuse
