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“. . . because you did not know the time of your visitation.”







Luke 19:44 
Jesus’ destination was more than just the city of Jerusalem— His destination was actually to return to the Father . . . which signifies that His ‘mission had been accomplished’   
Luke seems to indicate that Jesus was overwhelmed by the view of Jerusalem but it wasn’t because of the breathtaking view!   
(why did Jesus weep over Jerusalem?
1*unavoidable, inescapable judgment was coming!
2*the praise and reception He had received was superficial—   

3*the failure to recognize when God came near
I want you to note with me 3 time markers in these verses—

    *(v. 42) – ‘on this day’

    *(v. 43) – ‘the days will come upon you’

    *(v. 44) – ‘the time of your visitation’

All 3 tie together— 

  *on this day— refers not only to that specific day, but to that day 
        as a symbol for that ‘moment…season…ordained event’

  *the days will come upon you – refers to the consequence of   

        missing ‘one this day’
 *the time of your visitation
    -‘visitation’ – the Gk word – episkopos – the word for overseer 
        or Bishop— used in the NT of the office of Bishop [pastor]

      (the idea of episkopos (overseer) is to see over, to tend to, 
              take are of the people of God 

      (it’s used technically in the OT of a visit by God to His   

         people—
Look at Exodus 4—

“And the people believed; and when they heard that the Lord had visited the people of Israel and that he had seen their affliction, they bowed their heads and worshiped.”

Exodus 4:31
(God visited His people in the sense of coming to them and   

       entering into their affliction in a real and tangible way

(the Exodus WAS an example of ‘the day of visitation’— we 

        see both judgment meted and redemption accomplished!

Let’s go back to Luke 1—

“And his father Zechariah was filled with the Holy Spirit and prophesied, saying,

68 “Blessed be the Lord God of Israel,
    for he has visited and redeemed his people.”         Luke 1:67-68
(Q: HOW has God visited and redeemed His people? What is 

       Zechariah, the father of John the Baptist, talking about?
“Keep your conduct among the Gentiles honorable, so that when they speak against you as evildoers, they may see your good deeds and glorify God on the day of visitation.”     I Peter 2:12
=Luke 19:44 refers to the coming of Messiah to redeem
=Peter in 1 Peter 2:12 is referring to the coming of Messiah but 

      NOT to redeem . . . he’s referring to Jesus coming the 2nd time 

       in Judgment . . .  

“the day of visitation” – a “time” in which God is pleased to draw 
     near to a person or people in order to accomplish His purpose
 

‘The day of visitation’ can refer to blessing, OR to judgment—

Ignorance is not bliss— ignorance in no excuse
