     becomes the chief violator of Jewish law--- seeking to get 

     Jesus to incriminate Himself with a leading question

   *Yeshua ha’meshiach – God saves, the promised Messiah – 

   *the Greek equiv— ‘Jesus the Christ’ – Jesus is the Messiah

         God promised to send

(the word ‘Christ’ (or Messiah) has kingly overtones—if they 
      could get Jesus to admit He was the Messiah then they could 
      say He was a threat to the Roman gov’t   

SAD—

  -they are more interested in getting Jesus to claim kingship that 

      they might Him condemned than they are in the truth of their 

      own ancient promises/prophecies!
The problem for someone who does not believe that Jesus is the Christ is never a lack of evidence— the problem is refusal to accept the evidence…thus, ‘if I tell you, you will not believe.’

     to deity – it implied // encapsulated the Incarnation…
