(Luke is making that connection here— 

    -he’s pressing upon us the connection between Jesus, the 
         Passover Lamb, and His work on the cross
    -Paul would put it this way in I Corinthians 5—

             “…For Christ, our Passover lamb, has been sacrificed. 8 Let us                   

              therefore celebrate the festival, not with the old leaven, the leaven 
              of malice and evil, but with the unleavened bread of sincerity and 
              truth.”

The Cup of Thanksgiving     Luke 22:17-18, 20
=one of the more curious things about Luke’s account here is the 

     fact that Luke does something none of the others do— 

  -he repeats the ‘cup’— cup (vv. 17-18) bread (v. 19) cup (v. 20)
  -the most logical explanation is that Luke is giving us a fuller 

           account of the Hebrew Passover—

      -as the Passover meal began, it started with a cup of wine that 

          was blessed by the family head and then shared by all at the 

          table— it was called the ‘cup of blessing’
      -the verb for thanks, eucharisteō – gives us the word, eucharist       

The Bread of Remembrance / The Cup of the New Covenant

=the bread was called the bread of affliction– matzah– Deut 16:34

  -commemorated their affliction in Egypt…Jesus transforms it
  -It no longer points back to that—a different remembrance—
        “Take, eat...in remembrance of Me.”
   --the bread is the symbol of the body of Christ
   --the cup is the symbol of the blood of Christ
