=what is Jesus talking about here?
=there are at least 2 past occasions in mind here—

   -He’s talking about sending out the 12 in Luke 9
   -He’s talking about the mission of the 70 in Luke 10
   -Jesus reminds them how they’d been received— generally 

      they were well received, right? 
Question— why does Jesus do this? Why bring up the past?

   (because the future is about to change for them!
Jesus Prepares His Disciples for a Powerful Shift
“He said to them, ‘But now let the one who has a moneybag take it, and likewise a knapsack. And let the one who has no sword sell his cloak and buy one.’”                                           Luke 22:36 
=‘but now’— a deliberate contrast pointing to definitive change 

  *Luke 9— don’t take anything with you…God will provide
  *Luke 22— take what you will need with you…but . . . God will 

       still provide

Every believer is called to live in total dependence on God for every daily need regardless of where and when we live. But that doesn’t mean we presume on God to meet our needs regardless of what we do or don’t do. It is right and good for us to make provision for our needs both present and future while at the same time trusting God to provide for all of those needs! 
=their world is about to be turned upside down—

    -and it begins when Jesus fulfills a specific Scripture!

 (did Jesus tell them to sell their cloak and but a sword
 (was there mission going to be enforced by the sword

      Answer:  No, He didn’t!

   -it may require you to defend yourself— the point being that 
         you should expect hostility and rejection  (v. 36)
   -The nation has now rejected Me, and having rejected Me, they 
      will reject you, because you belong to Me. If you preach Me; 
     they will reject you – threaten you – persecute you – kill you!”

  -the Gospel does not advance by the sword [that’s Islam] 
  -Jesus ‘sword’ reference is figurative for a hostile world

How do we know that?

*if He literally means ‘buy a sword to spread the Gospel” then 

         He has just contradicted everything He’s taught them 

*look at the continuation of what He’s telling them in vv. 36-38
*and then later in this same chapter— Luke 22:48-51 
     (the sword reference is merely figurative to indicate to them 
             that life is about to change for them

Jesus Provides His Disciples with the Key
“For I tell you that this Scripture must be fulfilled in me: ‘And he was numbered with the transgressors.’ For what is written about me has its fulfillment.’”

=Jesus is citing Isaiah 53:12— He will fulfill all of Isaiah 53—
     -God treated Him as a sinner— 
    -The Lord was pleased to crush Him, putting Him to grief
=He allowed Himself to be identified with sinners—

(the best commentary on Isaiah 53:12—
    “He became sin who knew no sin that we might become His         

       righteousness”
