The Setting of a Remarkable Conversation
The Shock of a Surprising Question
 -Jesus chastises these 2 disciples NOT because they were sad or 

       grieving, or heart-broken, or even, their lack of understanding
 -Jesus chastises them for their failure to ‘believe the prophets’ or 

         to put another way— their failure to believe the Scripture 
 -Jesus is showing them the real message of the OT Scripture…the    

       promise and prediction of a Suffering Messiah
 -He shows them the truth, power, and trustworthiness of Scripture
Death and resurrection form no part of their concept of Messiah’s office and program, which is why they had not really taken in what Jesus had said about His coming death. They were hoping for a Messiah who would break the imperialist’s domination of the Romans by force of arms, a Messiah who managed to allow Himself to be caught by Jewish authorities, handed over to the Romans, and crucified before He had even begun to organize any guerilla operations, popular uprisings, or open warfare. What use was He? If the Old Testament prophesied a liberator who should not die but be triumphant, Jesus was already disqualified because He had died. After that, it was almost irrelevant to talk about resurrection.”                 David Gooding

The Principle— If you have the Scriptures, you are accountable to 
      know what they teach . . . if you don’t know what they teach, 
      you’re a – ‘fool’!
=a Christian is: 
     *to know what the Scriptures teach
     *to believe what the Scriptures teach
(there is never an excuse for biblical ignorance to those who 
      possess the Scripture…. 

           Too many professing Christians today are content with 
                         a limited understanding of Scripture. 
An Emmaus Supper (vv. 28-35)
=when they arrive home they still don’t know who this is— 

     however, they are ‘burning!’

‘Did not our hearts burn within us while he talked to us on the road…’
   -it wasn’t having Jesus ‘revealed’ at the supper that did it…

   -it was having Jesus revealed in the Word that did it

     --what’s firing their hearts isn’t Jesus (yet)…it’s understanding 
          the Scripture. It’s the truth, not the person.

Faith is anchored in reality (in Truth) . . . To know God, you have to know Truth and it’s Truth that sets you free.
=the breaking of the bread [distributing the food] was the 
      responsibility of the host . . . Why does Jesus do this? 
Why would they have recognized Him in the breaking of the bread?     *the simple answer = God let them recognize Him
                *a 2nd answer = familiarity
2 things result—*joy (a heart set ablaze)

                           *inability to contain it (v. 33-35)
