It is the 
resurrection that enables us to live the Christian life. 
(vv. 36-43) – Jesus confirms His Resurrection 

(vv. 44-49) – Jesus commissions His Disciples 
Did Jesus deliver this message in that upper room in Jerusalem the same evening after verifying He was indeed alive?

  (there’s almost certainly a gap between v. 43 and v. 44— 
        and… there’s definitely a gap between v. 49 and v. 50   
“In the first book, O Theophilus, I have dealt with all that Jesus began to do and teach, 2 until the day when he was taken up, after he had given commands through the Holy Spirit to the apostles whom he had chosen.
3 He presented himself alive to them after his suffering by many proofs, appearing to them during forty days and speaking about the kingdom of God. 4 And while staying with them he ordered them not to depart from Jerusalem, but to wait for the promise of the Father, which, he said, ‘you heard from me; 5 for John baptized with water, but you will be baptized
with the Holy Spirit not many days from now.’”

4 Characteristics of Jesus’ Final Sermon
His Message is Rooted in Scripture

=His teaching//preaching was Biblical preaching . . . 

=Jesus was first and foremost a preacher…. 
(He had come on the scene publicly, preaching . . . 
      “Now after John was arrested, Jesus came into Galilee, proclaiming the 
         gospel of God, 15 and saying, ‘The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of 
         God is at hand; repent and believe in the gospel.’”    Mark 1:14-15

(He will be leaving the scene— going home— preaching

  =and His preaching was//is always Biblical

  =Luke’s first account of Jesus preaching is found in Luke 4— 
We don’t rest our belief in the Resurrection of Jesus on our personal experiences alone (or even primarily). We ground our experience of the Resurrection in the massive testimony and perspective of Scripture.
FACT:  Jesus Christ is the key to understanding the Old  

    Testament. To know the Old Testament truly is to know Jesus,  

     and to know Jesus, one has to know the Old Testament.
His Message is Centered on Christ
