Temptation and the Commitment of Jesus (vv. 12-13)
Ministry and the Proclamation of Jesus (vv. 14-15) 
 (Here’s a question for you to think about—is the depiction of 
      Jesus in movies a violation of the 2nd commandment?
 (do we need Jesus to be depicted for us on screen . . . is it 

      helpful— or, do we risk presenting a false Jesus?
Mark begins with Jesus’ public ministry by reminding us that 
     Jesus was, first and foremost, a Preacher.  
I would even argue that the most powerful thing about the earthly      

    ministry of Jesus was not what He did; it was what He said . . .   

    the message He preached . . .  His miracles were secondary to 
     His message!
       ‘Moses was educated in all the learning of the Egyptians, and he    

           was a man of power in words and deeds.’           Acts 7:22
      “The Lord said to me, ‘They have spoken well. 18 I will raise up a 
        prophet from among their countrymen like you, and I will put My 
        words in his mouth, and he shall speak to them all that I command 
        him. 19 It shall come about that whoever will not listen to My words 
        which he shall speak in My name, I Myself will require it of him.”






Deuteronomy 18:17-19 

     (one of Jesus’ Messianic titles:  ‘a prophet like Moses’ 

The Framework of His Message (v. 14a)
(the 1st year of Jesus’ public ministry is rather obscured 
   =what we know about it, we know from John’s Gospel— 
   =Matthew, Mark, Luke – all begin the public ministry of Jesus 

          a year into that ministry (they’re silent about that 1st year)
   =those words in Mark 1:14a – after John had been taken into custody,     

      Jesus came into Galilee…’  gives us the time frame for the    

     beginning of Jesus’ most public ministry
The Focus of His Message (v. 14b)
 *Preaching – ‘to herald;’ ‘to carry out the office of a herald’ 
    -A herald came with important news from the king . . .

    -the herald was to be heeded and respected…his message was 
         to be obeyed without question….

    -when Jesus came He came declaring the message of God. 

 *the Gospel –  ‘good news’ – a message of hope, of glad tidings

    -what was the message, specifically? 

 *of God (of the Kingdom of God)– 
   -Israel (the Jews) knew from the preaching of the OT prophets 
       that God would one day establish His kingdom in this world    

   -Jesus came preaching THIS kingdom

   -He came preaching (heralding) the Gospel (the good news) that 
       comes from God – a message of hope to a people in despair
   (Hope is found in one place—the message delivered in word 
          and deed by Jesus!

         -Hope is found in His death and resurrection . . .

The Force of His Ministry (v. 15)
=Jesus delivered a message of hope . . .but he also delivered a 
     message of urgency— it was confrontational! 
 *the time is fulfilled…the Kingdom Of God is at hand – 
 *repent and believe the Gospel = that’s the heart of the Gospel
  =repent – “to think” . . . “to change one’s mind” 
  =believe –  “to accept as true, to trust, to rest in’
