Part 10: A Typical Day for Jesus
Mark 1:29-34
Wednesday, March 18, 2026

“When evening came, after the sun had set, they began bringing to Him all who were ill and those who were demon-possessed. 33 And the whole city had gathered at the door. 34 And He healed many who were ill with various diseases and cast out many demons; and He was not permitting the demons to speak, because they knew who He was.”         Mark 1:32-34
          Authority— the power or right to enforce obedience
Jesus Healed the Diseased
“And immediately after they came out of the synagogue, they came into the house of Simon and Andrew with James and John. 30Now Simon’s mother-
in-law was lying sick with a fever; and immediately they spoke to Jesus about her. 31 And He came to her and raised her up, taking her by the hand, and the fever left her, and she waited on them.”        Mark 1 29-31
 =this is basically dinner at mom’s house after church! 
 =on this particular Sabbath— Peter’s mother-in-law is sick 
 =again— notice that Mark gives virtually no details—

2 things to note— one practical, one theological:
*practical: all who come to Jesus, He will certainly not reject 

*the theological:  the healing ministry of Jesus has profound   

         theological importance— it points beyond temporary   

         physical healing (restoration)…
  (Is there healing in the atonement?     

           Isaiah 53:4-5
          I Peter 2:21-25
     -is there ‘healing in the atonement’? 

     -is it physical or spiritual?        Revelation 21:1-4
Jesus Delivered the Demonized (vv. 32-34) 
        (important to remember— Mark and the Biblical writers 
                assume a supernatural worldview
  “He was not permitting demons to speak, because they knew who He was.”
      Many today may be confused about who Jesus is but that’s not 
       the case with demons – they know Him and they fear Him.   

      What a contrast with foolish, fallen and unbelieving humans! 
(All disease/sickness is the result of sin but not the result of 

       demonic oppression or activity – 
    =Satan and His demons may inflict physical affliction, but not 
           all physical affliction is demonic in origin 
    =those who lived in Jesus’ day are often accused of being 

             naïve, gullible, ignorant, uninformed – not necessarily!

There is an interesting ‘characteristic’ of Mark’s Gospel —
  And He healed many who were ill with various diseases, and cast out 
     many demons; and He was not permitting the demons to speak, because 
     they knew who He was.                 
Mark 1:34
  And He sternly warned him and immediately sent him away, 44 and He      

     said to him, ‘See that you say nothing to anyone; but go, show yourself 
     to the priest and offer for your cleansing what Moses commanded, as a 
     testimony to them.

Mark 1:43-44
Why does Jesus not permit the demons to speak? (v. 34) 
Why does Jesus tell the leper to say nothing to anyone? (v. 44) 
Why did Jesus conceal His Messiahship during His ministry? 
2 suggestions— 

*Jesus did not know who He was, so Mark created the ‘secret’
*Jesus was in fact the source of the ‘Messianic Secret’— 

    =His self-conscious identification with Isaiah’s Suffering 

           Servant of the Lord and the need to guard His messianic 
            identity from premature and false understandings prove He 

            was absolutely aware of His identity!
